JUDICIARY PROCEDURE

Disciplinary ards:

A Red cards will be issued in line with the FIFA laws of the Game.
A Yellow cards will be issued in line with the FIFA laws of the Game.

Appeals:

A No protests or appeals will be considered in regard to the issuing of
yellow cards.

A Only in the case ahistaken identity in cautioning or the sending off of a
player or official can there be consideration of any written appeal.

A Such appeals must be lodged by the FFA Member within two (2) hours of
the specified incident and delivered to the FFA Represematito shall
immediately consider what action will be taken with respect to the
appeal. Resolution of the matter must be achieved at least two (2) hours
prior to the next match of the player or official.

A judiciary may be called by the
FFA representative, afhich a panel will consist of no less than 3 state
federation members. Players required to attend the judiciary are
suspended from all games, from the time of the send off, until the player
has the matter heard before the judiciary panel.
A Scheduled Byesd forfeits do not count as a match, and as such,
suspensions will carry over to the next scheduled game.

CANBERRA

Judiciaries:

A As stated above, Judiciaries will be coordinated by the FFA
Representative.

A Any player failing to attend a judiciary will have thaeiatter heard in
their absence. Players unable to attend may have an approved
representative attend on their behalf or submit a written statement in
their defense.

A A quorum of no less than three (3) state federation members shall be
required to serve as jadiciary.

A Any determination of the judiciary must be a majority decision. A FFA
appointed chair of judiciaries will oversee the hearing, and has the final
authority in the instance of ¥ K dzy'3 2 dzNE Q

A A representative of the referees may also be in at@mck for the
purpose of clarification and interpretation of rules.

A No person shall serve on a judiciary on any matter that he/she has a
personal interest.

A The judiciary panel may, in hearing any protest, appeal or any other
matter forwarded to it, call bafre it any referee, team official, player or
