2010 FFA Futsal National Championships - Code of Conduct.
This code of behaviour shall apply to all players, referees, coaches, managers and officials either registering with, or officially involved in the 2010 FFA Futsal National Championships, and any breach thereof, shall constitute an offence, which is subject to disciplinary action by the Football Federation of Australia. Team managers can sign on behalf of their team.

(D) All players, coaches, managers and club officials should play the game in a spirit of fair play, including abiding by the Laws of the Game and accepting of the referee’s decision.

(E) All players, coaches, managers and club officials must not, during the course of or after a match under the jurisdiction of FFA, abuse or address a Referee or Assistant referee in an insulting or offensive manner.

(F) All players, coaches, managers, club officials and referees must not engage in violent acts, verbal abuse, offensive language or behaviour, or acts likely to incite others, including spectators, to engage in such behaviour, or any other conduct that is detrimental to the spirit or image of the game.

(G) All players, coaches, managers, officials and referees must at all times, while under the control of FFA fixtures, act, dress and behave in public in a manner which does not bring the game into disrepute.

(H) All players, coaches, managers, club officials or referees shall not, at any time, make any comment in any publication, whether written, televised or broadcast, detrimental to the interests, welfare or image of FFA.

(I) All players, coaches, managers, club officials or referees shall not, at any time, utilise the image rights of players, officials, referees, spectators, staff and other people that are in the vicinity of authorised FFA and Capital Football activities for whatever purpose without the permission of those  whose image  is taken.

(J) All participants must at all times comply with any reasonable direction, given by any FFA or CF official at any of the playing venues, in respect to behaviour at a match, keeping the playing field clear and in endeavouring to assist officials in maintaining control of spectators and players. All managers, coaches, club officials will also endeavour to control the behaviour of team supporters to accord with the general principles of the Code of Conduct as detailed herein. 
(K) Failure to comply with all or part of this Code of Conduct will result in the offender being dealt with by the appropriate disciplinary committee of FFA.  
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
